This paragraph would summarize the chapter of the book listed in the bibliography entry above; this citation would be particularly useful when citing a single chapter of a textbook, where the entire book does not necessarily address your specific interest, but a single chapter does.

Author.  "Article Title."  Journal Title Volume (Year):  Pages.

This paragraph would summarize the journal article listed in the bibliography entry above; again, note the spacing above and below the entry.

Author.  "Article Title."  Magazine, Date Month Year:  Pages.

This paragraph would summarize the magazine article listed in the bibliography entry above; again, note the spacing above and below the entry.

Author.  "Article Title."  Newspaper.  Day, Date Month Year.  Section.  http://www.genericwebaddress.com/.  Date Accessed.

This paragraph would summarize the online newspaper article listed in the bibliography entry above; again, note the spacing above and below the entry.  Also, notice the hanging indent of the bibliography entry:  If the entry is longer than one line, the information wraps around underneath and is tabbed in to allow the author's name to hang in the left margin for easy scanning of the document.
